Nadia Krongolm—While helping 
in the biblically-based Friendship 
English Language Camp (FELC) in 
Petrozavodsk, Russia, in June, 2004, 
two First Lutheran Church (Duluth) 
members had opportunity to meet and 
work with Nadia Krongolm, a young 
public school teacher of English who 
was volunteering in youth ministry at 
the Petrozavosk Lutheran Church and 
coordinating participation of Lutheran 
youth in the FELC. They were very 
impressed by Nadia—a gifted, 
visionary, Spirit-led, Christ-centered, 
Biblically-based humble young 
woman with vision and a heart for 
young people and their problems.  
They proposed supporting her youth 
ministry work, which led to a 
partnering relationship and a 3-year 
commitment of support through July, 
2007, by the First Lutheran Church.  
In addition to her work in youth and 
family ministry programs at the 
Petrozavodsk Lutheran Church, Nadia 
organizes East European Mission 
Network’s FELCs for Lutheran  
Youth from area ELCIR churches 
(www.eemn.org).

Alex is an equally committed and 
gifted young man called to youth 
ministry.

ELCIR in partnership with Nadia, 
but there was no funding.  
 

Proposal—Based on 1) fruits of 
their work, 2) the need, 3) the sense 
that God has laid this out to be done, 
4) relevancy and history, i.e., 
Companion Synod relationship with 
the ELCIR since 2002, and 5) 
awareness that the future of ELCIR 
ministry in Russia is critically 
dependent on young new leaders like 
Alex and Nadia, a commitment has 
been made by the Task Force to 
support both Nadia and Alex 
beginning February 1, 2007, 
following recommendations of the 
ELCIR Youth Committee.  Funding, 
coordinated through the 
Northeastern Minnesota 
Synod/ELCIR Companion Synod 
Task Force by arrangement with the 
ELCIR Youth Committee, is 
provided by contributions from 
individuals and from church mission 
budgets, currently primarily from an 
informal partnering arrangement 
with First Lutheran (Duluth, MN), 
St. James Lutheran (West St. Paul,  
MN) and Trinity Lutheran 
(Columbus, NE).
