As we play and worship together during this event, it is important that we establish guidelines and  
expectations for all to follow as we live in Christian community. Following are the expectations that the 
NE MN Synod has for all participants at this event: 

• Fully participate in and be on time for all activities. 
• Use language and behavior that reflects that we are a people of Christ. 
• Wear appropriate clothing at all times. No t-shirts with beer slogans or offensive sayings. Midriff 

and underwear must be covered. 
• Swimsuits must adequately cover body (we suggest one piece suits for females). 
• Girls will remain in girls rooms, boys will remain in boys rooms. The only exception to this is 

if an adult is present in the room. 
• Adhere to “lights out” times. Know that “lights out” also means silence so others can sleep. 
• Use of tobacco, drugs and/or alcohol is strictly forbidden. Youth found using, in possession 

of, or in the presence of these will be sent home as soon as possible at your parent’s expense. 
• Be respectful of adult leaders. Listen to and follow what all adult leaders ask you to do. Always 

tell your adult leader where you are going. 
• Be respectful of all staff, property, and other guests. You are responsible for any damages 

that may occur as a result of your actions or those around you. This includes damages in your 
room, even if they were not inflicted by you! No running in the halls or loud music. 

• Refrain from using electronic devices. This includes, but is not limited to, cell phones, iPods, 
and other handheld internet, texting and music devices.
